T-BALL RULES (4 YEAR OLDS)


SECTION I - GOVERNING AUTHORITY

The governing body for this Youth Sports Program is the CCPRE Department. 
SECTION II - FIELD SPECIFICATIONS


BASES AT 60 FT – PITCHER’S POSITION AT 46 FT
SECTION III - PLAYER EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORM
A. 
All bats must be stamped with either Official Baseball or T-Ball. Broken bats are not permitted. 
B. 
No jewelry may be worn.

C. 
All players must be in matching shirts and caps while participating in a game.
SECTION III – RULES

A. Games will last one hour.  Once the game timer goes off, the batter will finish his/her turn at bat and the game will end. 
B.  No umpire will be used in the T-Ball league, and no standings will be kept. 
C. A team will play ten players on defense.
D. Each batter will get 3 pitches from the coach. If batter does not hit one of the 3 pitches, the batter will bat off of the tee.  After 3 swings off the tee and the ball is not put into play the coach is allowed to help the batter put the ball into play.
G.
Once all offensive players have batted it will constitute an inning.  Every child attending the game will play in the field (defensively) every other inning throughout the game. Coaches should rotate players & positions each half inning.  
H. 
Catchers must wear a catcher’s helmet when playing the catcher’s position. 

I.
All players present at the game will bat in a continuous batting order as listed in the scorebook.  If a player is late, he/she will be added to the bottom of the batting order.
J. 
The infield fly rule is NOT in effect.

K. 
Any player missing a base is automatically out, with no appeal. No stealing is permitted. 
L. 
The defensive pitcher must have a foot on the 25’ Chalk line when the batter swings. If the defensive pitcher is involved in a play and is off the line, the offensive team has the option of playing the ball over or accepting the results of the play.
M.
No protests will be accepted.

N. 
There will be no intentional rolling of the ball in an attempt to get someone out, or long distant running to a bag for a put out.
 
SECTION V - SPECIAL RULES & PROVISIONS 

A. The home team will sit on the first base side. 
C.
 The CCPRE Department will not reschedule any games due to school functions. 

D.
In case of rain, the decision to continue play or suspend play will be made by the CCPRD staff.  In the event of rain during a game, teams must stay 15 minutes or until a staff person or umpire releases the team.
          E.       Regular season games played short of time due to weather-related conditions or conditions affecting the field will be                                          considered completed if at least half of the time allotted for the game has been played.  
F.       Coaches must notify the CCPRE Department in case of injury to any player, whether the accident 
occurred at a game or practice. Injured players must be cleared by the CCPRE Department before he/she can play or practice. 

G.
 Only one coach and two assistant coaches will be within the confines of the dugouts during the game.  One coach is allowed in the outfield to provide instruction to his players on defense. One coach will be allowed to help the offensive batters.  The coach of the team on offense will make the calls for their team while they are on offense.
SECTION VI - PLAYERS & SPECTATORS CONDUCT

A.
Any player, coach, or spectator acting in an unsportsmanlike manner or in anyway that could prove detrimental to the league will be subject to disciplinary action by the CCPRE Department.

B. 
There will be no hollering or harassing of the players on the opposing teams by parents, players, or coaches. The person or persons violating this rule will be suspended for the following game. (Judgment of the CCPRD Staff present).

          C.  
 It is the parent’s responsibility to make sure their child attends all practices and games.  Any child who misses two consecutive practices or games can be benched by the coach for one game with approval of CCPRD league coordinator. It is the   coach’s responsibility to notify the CCPRE Department of any child’s missed games or practices. 

        D.   No alcoholic products should be consumed before or during activities involving your team.  Tobacco use of any kind and alcoholic beverages are not permitted at any Columbia County


   athletic facility.
