 7/8 YR BOYS COACH PITCH RULES
Boys Coach Pitch Baseball leagues are for instruction and teaching of fundamental baseball skills.  It emphasizes the development of teamwork, good sportsmanship, and fun.  Players are exposed to active pitching by the means of the coach pitching the ball.  

SECTION I - GOVERNING AUTHORITY 

A.  The governing body of the Youth Sports Program will be composed of the CCPRE Department.  Any rules

      not covered by the CCPRE Department will be covered first by the Georgia Recreation and Parks Association, then by Georgia 

      High School Association rules.

SECTION II - FIELD SPECIFICATIONS

SECTION III - PLAYER EQUIPMENT& UNIFORMS
A.  Shoes are mandatory.  Steel spikes are not allowed.

B.  All Bats Must be stamped with the official USA Baseball logo 

C.  Catchers must wear full protective equipment including mask with throat protector, protective cap, chest protector, shin guards

      and a protective cup.  All players must be in proper uniform to play.

D.  No jewelry may be worn. 
SECTION IV - RULES
A.   A regulation game in Coach Pitch Baseball shall consist of a one hour time limit.  Once the game timer goes off, the batter will        finish his/her turn at bat and the game will end.  Games that end in a tie after the one hour time limit
       will remain a tie.  No extra innings will be played.  Game time is forfeit time.
B.   Games will be played using three (3) outs or 6 runs per inning rule.  Once the 6th runner scores, teams will change offensively and 

       defensively on the field. 
C.  All players present at the game will bat in a continuous batting order as listed in the book.  If a player is late, they will be

      added to the bottom of the batting order.  

D.  All players present for the game must play.  Every player attending the game will play in the field (defensively) every other

      inning through out the game.

E.  No Base Stealing.  A player will be called out for leaving the bag  early or missing the base. 
      There will be NO BUNTING in Coach Pitch Leagues.

F.   No protests will be allowed.   The official on the field is in charge of the game.  The official’s decision on a judgment play is 

       final.  Staff personnel may be made aware of an official’s call, but will not overrule the official.  Calls made based on rules can

       be overruled by staff personnel.  

G.   A courtesy runner may be used for the catcher (a substitute or the player that made the last out).

H.  The infield fly rule is not in effect in Coach Pitch baseball. 

I.  Runners will only be allowed to advance 1 base on overthrows.   There is no automatic award of the next base on overthrows; 

      runners may advance at their own risk of being put out. Only one overthrow per at bat and one advance on the bases. 
J.  Base runners are required to slide on any possible play at home plate.  (Penalty – Automatic out) 

SECTION V – PITCHING 
A. All pitching will be done by the offensive team coach or representative. 

B. All pitches must be delivered with an overhand throwing motion .
C. If a batted ball hits the coach, the ball is ruled dead.  The batter will be given 1st base and all runners will move up one

base if forced to do so due to the batter going to 1st base. 
D. Defensive player in the pitcher’s position must be within six feet of the pitching plate, but no closer than 35 feet of home plate when the pitch is delivered.

E. Coaches pitching should hurry off of the playing area when a ball is put in play. A coach’s interference during a live play will be up to the judgment of the umpire. Coaches may help position a batter while in the box but cannot instruct once a ball is put into play
F.  No base on balls is allowed.  Each player will receive a maximum of 6 pitches. A foul ball on the 6th pitch the at bat is still alive and the batter will get another pitch. 
SECTION VI - SPECIAL RULES & PROVISIONS  

A.   The home team shall sit on the first base side.  The home team is responsible for furnishing the official book and notifying the         umpire of the 6th runner scoring.  

B.   The CCPRE Department will not reschedule any games due to school functions, the only exception is a State or

       National Holiday falling on or being declared on that date.
C.   In case of rain, whether the fields are playable is left up to the discretion of the umpires and staff person. When games are

canceled due to weather conditions, all games for that night are canceled.   Games that are to be made up will be scheduled to be played at the earliest opportunity by the League Coordinator. Regular season games played short of time due to weather-related conditions or conditions affecting the field will be considered completed if at least half of the time allotted for the game has been played.  
D.   Coaches must notify the CCPRE Department in case of injury to any player, whether the accident occurred at a game or

       practice.  Injured players must be cleared by the CCPRE Department before playing or practicing again. 

E.   Coaches and assistant coaches shall not leave the dugout except to coach bases or confer with the players or umpires.  Only one

      coach and two assistant coaches shall be within the confines of the dugout during the game. 

F.   Practice Sessions are limited to one and 2 hours daily.  No Sunday practices allowed.

SECTION VII - PLAYERS & SPECTATORS CONDUCT

A.  Any player, coach, or spectator acting in an un-sportsmanlike manner or in anyway that could prove detrimental to the league            will be subject to disciplinary action by the CCPRE Department.

B.  There will be no hollering or harassing at the players on the opposing teams by parents, managers, players, or coaches.  If a

      manager cannot control this situation; the game will be awarded to the opposing team. The person or persons violating this rule

      shall be suspended for the following game. (This is a decision made by the umpires or the Recreation Staff present).

C.  It is the parent’s responsibility to make sure their son or daughter attends all practices and games.   Any child who misses 2

      consecutive practices or games can be benched by the coach for one game with the approval of the league coordinator. 

      Any child who continuously misses practices or games will be dismissed from the team by the league coordinator.  It is 
      the coach’s responsibility to notify the CCPRE Department of any child’s missed games or practices.

D.  No alcoholic or tobacco products will be allowed at any of the Columbia County facilities.

***Any adult who feels he or she cannot enjoy coaching under these rules and regulations

 should in all fairness to him and the players withdraw from the program.
