ADULT SLOWPITCH RULES & REGULATIONS

The following rules and regulations are amendments for Slow-pitch Softball league for Coed:

AMENDMENT 1 PLAYERS

a. Teams must have a minimum of seven (7) players to start a 
game (4 women and 3 men according to co-ed rules). 

b. Teams may bat a maximum of 16 players.

c. Teams may not play more men defensively than women at any time.  However, men can still bat, but MUST take an out between consecutive male batters.

AMENDMENT 2 BATTING ORDER


a.
The batting order shall alternate male-female or female-
male, with a maximum of 16 batters.


b.
A team that has more than 50% females will have female 
batters one after another.  At no time shall two male hitters 
bat one after another without an out being called (Example: 
Seven (7) males and six (6) females in batting order).



c.
The male batter is not called out when two male batters bat 



simultaneously.  There will be an out where the female 



batter was not present.

AMENDMENT 3 FIELD POSITIONS

a. Managers may assign their players to any normal position on the field as long as no more than five males are on the field at one time.

AMENDMENT 4 EQUIPMENT


a.
The female batters will be using a standard 11" green dot 
softball.  The male batters will be hitting a 12" Incrediball.


b.
No base runner shall touch home plate or jump over the 
plate. The base runner must cross the home plate line 
extended from home plate. If a base runner touches home 
plate or jumps over, they will be called out.

AMENDMENT 5 COURTESY RUNNER RULE

a. 
Males may courtesy run only for males. Females may 
courtesy run for males or females.  One courtesy runner may 
be used each inning for both a male and female player.  

i.  
Courtesy runners are only used for players once per 


inning, if a player bats a second time the courtesy 


runner can not be used again in the same inning.

AMENDMENT 6 EXTRA PLAYER RULE

a. Teams may use 6 extra players in their lineup for a maximum of 16 batters.  Only ten players are allowed in the field.

b. All players must be on the game roster to be eligible to play.  Players may substitute as frequently as they want, but if more male players are present a male player may only substitute once for a particular player if he is not batting in the line-up.  Players batting in the line-up may substitute freely on defense.  (i.e. If a team has 5 male and 4 female, a team may not sit the player out of the lineup to avoid an out and still substitute freely.  If player replaces a player in the batting lineup the original player may only return to game for the player who substituted for original player).

AMENDMENT 7 WALK RULE


a.
If a male is walked (ball four),the male will go to 2nd base 
and the female will bat, unless there are two outs, in which 
the female batter has the option of walking or batting; the 
decision must be made before the first pitch.

AMENDMENT 8 COMMIT LINE

a.
There will be a commit line between 3rd base and home plate. 
Once a base runner crosses the commit line, they must proceed to home plate.  There will be no tags applied to base runners between the commit line and home plate.  This will be a force at home plate.

AMENDMENT 9 INJURED PLAYER

a. 
If a player is injured they can be replaced by another player that is substituting during that game.  However, if a team does not have substitute players then the spot shall remain unfilled.  The exception will be if the injured player is a female and leaves a team batting two males back to back.  The team with the injury can choose to either take an out between the two male batters or can remove the male batter immediately before or after the injured female.  This would also rule the male player as ineligible for the remainder of the game.
